Better Management Practices (BMPs):
Following BMPs are introduced to the farming communities for Integrated
Water Management in cotton cultivation:

1. Best sowing / irrigation method
2. Need based irrigation parametres 
3. Function of addition of Organic Matter to the soil
4. Significance of leveling and use of laser leveler 
5. Role of Interculturing 
6. Usages of drought resistant / tolerant varieties

Following BMPs are introduced to the farming communities for Integrated

1) Conceptual clarification and understanding of Crop Eco-System and 

its regular Analysis 
2) Recognition of pests and beneficial insects along with their life cycles

and mode of action
3) Experiments to measure the loss of pest population and economic 

threshold level (ETL)
4) Insect Zoo where farmers collect different pests and beneficial insects

in a box and examine their behaviour with each other 
5) Different methods to control the pest population and level of infesta

tion in cotton fields like biological control, physical control, cultural 
control, manual control and chemical control (priorities and pros
and cons)
